SPECIFICATION/TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR GRASS CUTTING, HEDGE CUTTING, WEED CONTROL AND ANCILLARY WORK

2025 - 2027 Season

1 
This specification is to be read in conjunction with the enclosed map and tender.

2 
The object of this contract is to maintain and improve the environment within Rusper Village. The Contractor should aim to meet the objective both contractually and in spirit. 

3 
The work to be undertaken by the Contractor using their own equipment and materials. 

4 
Grass Cutting 


First cut and timing of subsequent cuts, which depend on weather and growing conditions, to be agreed between the Contractor and Rusper PC Clerk or Chairman. 

For the purposes of this tender the Contractor should allow for 16 cuts at approximately fortnightly intervals, and agreed variations to be charged for or credited at the Unit rate per cut. 

The following areas are to be cut:

· Recreation Ground (shown as 1 on map)

· Playground (shown as 4 on map)

· The pathway around the edge of Ghyll Manor field to be cut once a year (shown as 6 on map)

All hard areas paths, roads etc and soft play areas in children's playground and the football pitch shall be left free of cuttings 

Grass cuttings in Playground and football pitch shall be collected and disposed of legally by the Contractor and as agreed by the Council. 

Any litter lying on grass shall be collected prior to mowing of grass.

5 
Hedge Cutting 


The hedges to be cut are shown as numbers 2, 3, 5, 7 and 8* (only upon written request) on map.

Hedges to be cut sides and tops, timing of cuts dependant on growing conditions to be agreed between the Contractor and Rusper PC Clerk or Chairman.  
Hedges will only be trimmed between May-August when essential (eg when growing over pavements) so as not to disturb nesting birds.

For the purposes of this tender the Contractor should allow for two cuts, one during and one towards the end of the season. 

The hedge fronting the Children's Playground will however probably need extra cuts. Any extra cuts agreed in advance to be charged for the Unit rate per cut. 

All cuttings to be collected and disposed of legally by the Contractor and as agreed by the Council.

Hedge Cutting also to include strimming along bottom of hedges, around perimeter of Children's Playground and ditches on roadside at north end of Village. Cutting back as necessary overhanging/ingrowing bushes around the Children's Playground and car park, also along footpath fronting the Rectory and in addition one cut of the hedge between Cooks Mead and The Star Cottage including cutting round the bus stop bench (8 on map).
6 Weed Control and ancillary work 

Weed control shall be by mechanical means or by use of an approved herbicide. 

Slab footpaths to be sided and joints weeded at start of season and thereafter kept free of weeds/grass growth. 

Tarmac footpaths within the Village, including ground bollards and posts along fences and walls to be kept free of weeds/grass growth. 

Car Park to North of Church to be kept free of weed /grass growth.
All hard areas (concrete) and soft play areas (Safety surfaces bark fill and their surrounds) in the Children's Playground to be kept free of weed/grass growth and sap deposits.
Tennis Court shingle surround to be kept free of weed/grass growth.
7 
Invoices to be submitted monthly by Contractor to the Parish Clerk showing dates and work done. Payment will be made after the next monthly meeting of the Council.  Invoices must be itemised.
8
A 10% retention up to a maximum of £100 may be deducted at the discretion of the Council and will be released subject to satisfactory completion of the contract 

9 
The Contractors quoted prices are to remain fixed for the season. The tender also allows for the Contractor to quote for year 2 and year 3 although contracts for subsequent years will not be awarded until January each year. 
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
